DO NOT include your name or pseudonym anywhere in the document.
Judges will remain anonymous.
By entering this contest, you agree the work is original, authored by you, and has not
been published anywhere before.
Submit all entries by attaching a Word file to an email, sent to
info@westcoastchristianwriters.com (with subject line: “Writing Contest”) by
midnight, Jan 30, 2017. No hard copies will be accepted.
Writing contest entries may be fiction or non-fiction, and between 800 - 1200 words in
length. The theme for the story contest is: “Strength, Power, and Intensity.” Each entry
must include:

1. Title and word count

2. Afiction or nonfiction story or article of 800 - 1200 words in length
